Another gold was for a vanish-
ing edge pool built into the side of
a mountain 20 feet off the ground.

The third, a lakeside vanishing
edge pool overcame unstable soil
conditions and also scored the
owners a hidden 700-square-foot
storage and mechanical room un-
derneath the pool.

The final silver award was for a
pool with an automatic cover 
hidden under a deck at one end of
the pool.

All tracks and access panels for
the remote control system are also
hidden.

A better chair 
for skiing

Okanagan College engineering
students have helped Kelowna-
based Sno-Limo develop a better
touring chair for non-skiers.

Paul Auger of Sno-Limo has had
his specialized chairs for five
years at Big White Ski Resort, in
which a skier steers a chair a dis-
abled person or any non-skier can
ride in.

Sno-Limos were also used at the
Vancouver Olympics.

However, Auger wanted to up-
date and improve Sno-Limo before
producing the next fleet.

That’s when he turned to the col-
lege’s mechanical engineering
technology program for some 
expertise.

Students gained real-world 
experience developing and testing
improvements, which included
better suspension and braking
and a more comfortable seat.

As well, a special system was 

installed to allow standard ski
lifts to carry the chairs uphill.

“It is an example of how a 
college is part of applied innova-
tion in this country,” said college
engineering professor Iain
Cameron.

“It’s great to teach students that
they have a role to play now and
later, as technologists, in innova-
tion.”

Shopping website

Local company
wins awards for
dramatic pools
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NEW YORK (AP) — Microsoft Corp. said Monday  it
has resolved a glitch that caused some Hotmail users
to temporarily lose all their emails. A chorus of fran-
tic people posted complaints to the company’s online
message board over the weekend, saying their mes-
sages had disappeared. In some cases, emails were
mistakenly sent to their deleted mail folders. A spokes-
woman said Monday users have their emails back.

Social networking behemoth Facebook
has raised US$500 million from Goldman
Sachs and a Russian investment firm in
a deal that values the company at $50 bil-
lion, The New York Times reported.

Goldman invested $450 million and
Digital Sky Technologies invested $50
million, the newspaper reported online

Sunday, citing people involved in the
transaction that it did not name. Goldman
has the right to sell part of its stake, up
to $75 million, to the Russian firm.

The report said representatives for
Facebook, Goldman and Digital Sky
Technologies declined to comment.

The U.S. Securities and Exchange
Commission is reportedly looking into
the booming trade in privately held

shares of popular social networking sites.
Once a company hits 500 shareholders, it
must disclose certain financial informa-
tion to the public, even if it hasn’t filed
for a public offering.

The Times reported Goldman is plan-
ning to create a “special purpose vehicle”
that may circumvent the 500 shareholder
rule because it would be managed by
Goldman and be considered one investor.
